Green Smoothies/Frozen Dog Treats
Treat your pup to a refreshing and nutritious snack with
these homemade smoothie/frozen dog treats! Packed
with wholesome ingredients like spinach, pear, celery,
and ginger, these treats are not only delicious but also full
of vitamins and antioxidants to support your dog's health.
You can enjoy this treat along with your pup!  
Ingredients

2 cups Baby Spinach (cleaned)
1 cup Water
2 cups Pear (pealed and chopped into 1" pieces)
1 cup Celery (cleaned and chopped into 1" pieces)
1 tsp Fresh Ginger (pealed and finely chopped)
Ice (optional)

Instructions
Clean and chop all your fruit and vegetables.1.
Add your spinach and water to blender. Blend until
leafy bits are gone.

2.

Add all your fruit and vegetables to the blender. Blend
for about 1 minute until smooth.

3.

Pour mixture into a silicone mold or ice cube tray.4.
Freeze for 3 hours or overnight until firm. 5.

If you are making a smoothie instead of a frozen treat, we
recommend adding a bit ice to the blender before serving
and blend just enough to break the ice apart. This will cool
down the mixture and give it more of a frozen feel.
